Dear Parents,

We welcome you and your student(s) to Lexington Catholic High school. We look forward to journeying with your student(s) as they grow in mind, spirit and body through their experiences during the next four years.

Christian service is an integral part of student life at LCHS and an extension of the students’ baptismal call to be Christ to others.  We would like to give you pertinent information about our Christian Service Program.  Christian service, as defined for the LCHS program, involves outreach to needy and /or vulnerable persons (i.e., poor, homeless, sick, disabled, elderly, at-risk, marginalized, etc) who are not among our circle of family and friends.
The Christian Service Program will have a new format beginning with the start of the school year 2011-2012.  All students will be required to complete 60 hours of service before graduation.  We recommend 20 hours for freshmen, 20 hours for sophomores and 20 hours for juniors. Freshmen, sophomores and juniors will turn in a time sheet and reflection at the end of each year.  At the end of the junior year, hours will be totaled.  If 60 or more hours are recorded, the student is done.  If less than 60 hours are  recorded, parents will be notified and the student will have their senior year to fulfill the requirement and turn in a time sheet.  At the end of the senior year, the student’s transcript will reflect CM (60 hours completed) or NC (60 hours not completed).  Seniors must fulfill the 60 hour school requirement in order to be considered to wear any honor insignia at graduation.
