CHRISTIAN SERVICE PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS

2011-2012

           The Christian Service Program will have a new format beginning with the start of the school year 2011-2012.  All students will be required to complete 60 hours of service before graduation.  We recommend 20 hours for freshmen, 20 hours for sophomores and 20 hours for juniors. Freshmen, sophomores and juniors will turn in a time sheet and reflection at the end of each year.  At the end of the junior year, hours will be totaled.  If 60 or more hours are recorded, the student is done.  If less than 60 hours are recorded, parents will be notified and the student will have their senior year to fulfill the requirement and turn in a time sheet.  At the end of the senior year, the student’s transcript will reflect CM (60 hours completed) or NC (60 hours not completed).

          Seniors must fulfill the 60 hour school requirement in order to be considered to wear any honor insignia at graduation. 

1. The Outreach Project

· Must directly benefit people in the community and reflect Christian values as described in Matthew 25: 35-41

· Must be supervised by an adult at the service site

· Must be done outside the classroom and documented by the on-site supervisor on the official Time Sheet

· Must be completed before April 1, 2012 
2. Service

· May include service to the Lexington Catholic community (approved list)

· May include service to a parish/church including leadership roles in worship (lector, server, choir, etc.)

· May include service done during the summer (work camps, mission trips, vacation bible schools, festivals)

3. Service Time Sheet

· Must detail the specifics and be signed by the supervising adult (other than a parent) at the service site

· Must be signed by the student and his/her parent

· Must be turned in to the Ministry office by April 1,2012 (Freshmen, sophomores and juniors)

*NOTE: SENIORS MUST HAVE THEIR 60 HOURS COMPLETED BY MARCH  15, 2012

4. Reflection

           At the conclusion of the outreach service project, the student will write a brief reflection piece on the back of their time sheet.  The essay should explain a) what was learned from the service experiences and b) how the outreach service experiences exemplify the scriptural quote, “I tell you, whenever you did it for the least important of my brothers and sisters, you did it for me.” Matthew 25:40.
