How to Find Newspaper Articles from the Lexington Herald Leader
1. Log on to www.lexpublib.org by typing in the address or going to Lexington Catholic’s library page and clicking on Lexington Public Library under research links.

2. Click on the third large link, Browse the Database Collection.

3. Scroll down to the news category and click on Newsbank.

4. Log in by typing in your Lexington Public Library card number and the last four digits of the phone number you put on your application.

5. Under America’s Newspapers click on Lexington Herald-Leader.

6. You may now enter your search.
Search tips:

Make sure the word/s you enter in your search will actually be in the article.  Searching “environmental” will only bring up articles that contain that word.  Many articles about environmental issues will never have that word included.

Choose the areas you want to search, such as “all text” or “headlines.”

One of the areas you may select is “date.”  You may search for weekly articles by typing in the full dates of the first and last days of the week.  See the info box beside the search box.

Search phrases in quotation marks.

You may elect to browse entire issues of the paper to look for relevant topics.  Be aware that the Herald-Leader tends to cover certain issues on certain days of the week.  You could browse the issues from those days of the week to increase your chances of finding a relevant article.
