How to Locate and Download Audio Books from Lexington Public Library
Log onto  www.lexpublib.org.

In the upper right hand corner, click on Services and Resources.

In the right hand column, click on Net Library Downloadable Audiobooks.

You must enter your Lexington Public Library card number and password.

On your first visit, you must create an account.  In the upper right hand corner, under Log In, click on Create a Free Account.  On following visits, you must log in.

You may now do a specific search or browse.  The categories for browsing which would be of interest to elementary and middle school librarians include Children’s Classics, Children’s Fiction, Children’s Nonfiction, Young Adult Classics, Young Adult Fiction, and Young Adult Nonfiction.  More mature students, and librarians, of course, are ready for any of the categories.
Once you find a book you like, you click on the title and then the words Show Details.   Click on Download this eAudiobook.  You will get these options.
Check Out & Download Radio Quality  If you choose this option, you must keep the file open on your computer.  Just stop and minimize when not in use.
Check Out & Download CD Quality  This choice is recommended because you can close the file and open it later.  You can also save it to an MP3 player.
In either format you may move around in the book using the scroll bar on your media player.  Your checkout time for most books is 3 weeks.  You may check it out again if needed.
