Once a sure-fire prospect,U of L's Burke battles for spot

University of Louisville quarterback Justin Burke finally feels settled even though his spot hasn't been secured.
The former Lexington Catholic High School standout seemed to be a sure thing after he was named the 2005 Kentucky Gatorade Player of the Year. It hasn't worked out that way.
Burke sat out last season — the second time in three seasons he's watched from the sidelines — after transferring from North Carolina State.
"It's been something different every year," Burke said. "It's been quite the journey. I'm pretty happy with where I'm at."
Burke's path again winds into familiar territory. Come fall camp in August, he'll be locked in a battle for the starting position with junior-college transfer Adam Froman.
Knowing the position is wide open has helped keep both players sharp during their summer conditioning and 7-on-7 passing drills. Burke said the quarterbacks — also including redshirt freshmen Zack Stoudt and Will Stein — have pushed each other.
"I think more along the lines of what we have to fulfill here as a team and what the quarterback needs to be for this team to succeed," Burke said. "That's more what I think about than personally what I have to prove."
Burke still has lots to prove to himself. The last time he competed for a starting spot, he wasn't prepared for the challenge, he said.
As a redshirt freshman at N.C. State, Burke appeared in only three games and attempted just three passes.
"I gave it a run, and personally I just wasn't ready; I wasn't where I needed to be," Burke said. "I kind of got lost in the fold a little bit after that. You've got to come every day with your 'A' game, and I just didn't."
He had the added pressure of trying to impress a new coaching staff that did not recruit him. The coach who signed him at N.C. State, Chuck Amato, got fired after Burke's first year on campus.
He chose N.C. State based on its hiring of offensive coordinator Marc Trestman, who worked with Steve Young, Bernie Kosar and Rich Gannon during 17 years as an NFL offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach.
Burke got buried on the depth chart of new Wolfpack coach Tom O'Brien. When he didn't emerge as one of the top three quarterbacks during August 2007, he decided to transfer to UofL.
"You take a huge shot to the pride when you do something like a transfer," Burke said. "Yeah, it's a tough transition to go through, but it's a necessary evil to get where you're supposed to be, where you belong."
Burke entered N.C. State as a highly touted prospect in 2006. The 6-foot-3, 229-pounder was rated the No.6 quarterback nationally by Scout.com as he led Lexington Catholic to its first state title. He threw a state-record 62 touchdown passes in his senior season. He had a streak of 37 games with a touchdown pass, prompting some opposing coaches to make Tim Couch comparisons.
Burke still believes he has the potential to live up to those expectations, and he said it was fine that his high school accolades are long forgotten by many observers.
"Hopefully people have forgotten about Louisville, too, so we can get up and surprise some people in the regular season," Burke said.
His experience at N.C. State taught him to take nothing for granted. It made Burke more meticulous with his film study and obsessive over his mechanics.
UofL senior wide receiver Scott Long described Burke as a detail-oriented professional.
"Justin is a very intelligent quarterback; he brings a lot of intangibles," Long said. "He's not a very outspoken guy, but when he says stuff it has substance and guys listen to him."
Sitting out last season under NCAA transfer rules allowed Burke a chance to get to know his teammates. He said his transition was easy because many of the Cards reached out to him early.
He's now taken those same steps with the newcomers, including his main competition at quarterback.
"We're good buddies off the field; we go play golf on the weekend and stuff," Froman said. "But when we step out on the field, it's a competition. We're both fighting for the same thing. We both know what is at stake, and we're battling for it."
This time around, Burke has a better idea of what to bring to the battle
