	Alumni Player Profile

Kevin Kelly

#7 (1991-92 Seasons)
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Kevin played quarterback, the very first ever at LC, and was selected as a team captain.  He has 503 yards passing with 4 TD passes in his career, while being honored with the Lexington Catholic Coaches Award in 1991.  Following is the Kevin Kelly profile:

 What have you been doing since your LCHS days ended?  (Ex.  Colleges, military etc…)

I graduated from Lexington Catholic in 1993 and attended Thomas More College where I played baseball (we finished 29-9 in 1994) during my freshman year. I transferred to Western Kentucky University after that season and made its baseball team as a walk-on. I was slated to be in the starting rotation for the Hilltoppers in 1995, but decided before the season that since I wasn’t Major League Baseball material I’d better focus my attention on my studies and gain experience in journalism by working for the student paper, The College Heights Herald. My work was rewarded with state and national writing awards, including twice being named Journalist of the Year by the Kentucky Intercollegiate Press Association. Internships at Sports Illustrated, the Arlington Morning News/Dallas Morning News and Birmingham Post-Herald helped me land a job at The Post and Courier in Charleston, S.C. upon graduating from WKU in 1997. I covered just about everything for the Charleston paper, where my wife also worked, but focused on auto racing. I covered Dale Earnhardt’s long-awaited victory in the Daytona 500 in 1999 and covered his death in the 2001 Daytona 500 and the resulting fallout from it while working for the St. Petersburg (Fla.) Times. At the Times, I covered auto racing, the Tampa Bay Lightning, Tampa Bay Devil Rays and Major League Baseball. The desire to live closer to home led us to The Cincinnati Enquirer in 2003 where I helped cover the Reds, Bengals and motorsports until September when I moved over to our Kentucky office primarily because of a more favorable work schedule and a desire to write about Kentucky news. I am currently a general assignment news reporter and also handle our coverage of Kentucky Speedway.

Do you or have you had the opportunity to attend a game since you graduated?

What does Lexington Catholic Football mean to you?  

What the Lexington Catholic football experience represents to me likely differs from those who have helped the program evolve into a state power in the more than 15 years since my last game. It has been with immense pride that I’ve watched, mostly from afar, as the vision shared by founding fathers Rev. Robert Beuter, Danny Haney and Coach Bob Sphire became reality with the help of so many fine players, coaches, parents, teachers, administrators and other supporters along the way.

I like to think that in some small way the first two teams helped establish a strong foundation upon which Lexington Catholic football has grown and prospered. My decision to play football, despite having never played anything other than baseball and basketball on an organized level, remains one of the best decisions of my lifetime. 

The experience introduced me to new friends, who would become lifelong friends, and helped instill in me key values that serve me well as a son, as a husband and, now, as a parent. It is my hope that the Lexington Catholic football players of today and tomorrow take the same from their experiences while knowing they have the utmost support from those who have come before them on the field.

What is your best/worst memory about your playing days at LCHS?  

Worst Memory: The loss to Campbellsville in 1992, our only loss that season

Best Memory: The program’s first victory, against an outmanned Ironton St. Joe team, and the bus ride back to Lexington in 1991. Defeating Fairview, 21-14, in a downpour in 1992 (before the days of FieldTurf). The senior bonfire in the “jungle” behind the old annex. Scoring my only career rushing touchdown in my final game, against Williamsburg in 1992, after Davon Davis pitched me the ball when he could’ve easily scored his seventh touchdown of the game.

Those rank up there as some of my fondest memories.

But the best memory doesn’t involve my playing days. It’s being in the stands with some of my old teammates (Billy Fowler, Jon Nalli, Randall Routt) for the 2005 state championship game at Papa John’s Cardinal Stadium. To me, that victory represented the completion of a journey that began in 1991. Cheap champagne has never tasted better.

UK football recruits shine at State Track Meet

Future Cats Fields, Guy win multiple titles

LOUISVILLE — In the middle of the University of Louisville campus, a pair of future roommates at Kentucky shined.

Future UK football players E.J. Fields and Winston Guy each captured multiple state championships at the Kentucky High School Athletic Association Track and Field State Championships on Saturday at the Owsley Frazier Cardinal Park.

Fields took his third consecutive Class A 400-meter title and also won the 200. Guy won the 100-meter dash and ran on Lexington Catholic's victorious 4-by-100-meter relay team, helping power the short-handed Knights to an improbable third-place finish.

Kentucky's track powerhouses dominated the team titles. Bardstown won its fourth Class A title in five years, Paducah Tilghman scored its eighth consecutive 2A title and Louisville Male won its state-leading 28th title and its second straight in 3A.

Class 2A

Lexington Catholic thought it had pulled off the improbable. The Knights walked to the podium after hearing their name called for fourth place in Class 2A, only to find out they hadn't finished fourth.

As the Knights began to walk off the track, they found out better news. LexCath wasn't fourth. It was third.

With only seven members competing, the top-three finish was a ”big deal,“ said Coach Lindsey Thurman.

”They ought to be very excited,“ Thurman said. ”They did a tremendous job. They had to have the determination to do three and four events. They ought to feel great about it.“

Though Guy won two events, he wasn't even the top story on his own team. After not running for a week, junior Thomas Canary broke the 2A state record in the 800 by running a 1:54.06. The record was previously held by Skylar Smith of Union County.

Canary charged out of the blocks and never looked back, shattering the record by more than three seconds.

”I surprised myself,“ Canary said. ”A couple of weeks ago, I thought I could get it, but this past week I was doubting myself. I surprised myself. It was a perfect day.“

Despite a quadriceps injury, junior Oba Wilson, the defending state champion in the 200, ran in four events, all of which resulted in points for LexCath.

LexCath senior Linn Millett claimed the high jump title with a jump of 6 feet, 2 inches
