Cardinals' Burke: hometown antihero

QB from Lexington won't get a warm, fuzzy welcome

University of Louisville quarterback Justin Burke will experience his first college start in his hometown Saturday.

But it won't exactly feel like a homecoming when the Cardinals battle Kentucky at noon in Commonwealth Stadium. Lexington stopped having the warm embrace of home the moment Burke transferred from North Carolina State to U of L.

“It's almost like a foreign city to me,” he said. “There's the Burke complex, and there's the rest of the city. I don't feel like I can go out very comfortably anymore around there.”

Welcome to the rivalry.

Burke said he didn't participate too much in the Kentucky-Louisville rivalry growing up in Lexington, even though his mother, Jennifer, was a big UK fan and his father, Greg, backed the Cardinals.

His allegiance back then?

“Switzerland was the way to describe it,” he said. “I would not pick. We would go to some UK games, and I would wear orange or something.”

Burke didn't want to seem like he favored his mom or dad, so neutrality was the way to go. He watched the games as simply a football fan, which allowed him to appreciate good players from both squads.

“I watched Tim Couch when he was playing, and I enjoyed Dave Ragone when he was playing,” Burke said. “Those two were people I looked up to when I was growing up. The biggest thing I got out of the rivalry was great quarterback play.”

Now he has a chance to add to it.

The 6-foot-3, 229-pound junior looked sluggish at times in the Cards' 30-10 win over Indiana State in the opener. He finished 17for31 for 223 yards but threw two interceptions.

It was Burke's first collegiate start, something that was three years in the making.

“I haven't had a prolonged drive in years — since probably '06 — so that was kind of like getting back into the rhythm of playing quarterback in a real-game situation,” Burke said.

U of L coach Steve Kragthorpe said that game experience knocked the rust off and Burke will be ready for UK.

“It'll be different for him going into a new venue, new stadium, on the road,” Kragthorpe said. “The biggest thing for Justin is he's going to benefit from having been through (Indiana State), and we just have to get him into a rhythm early in the game.”

Those who followed Burke at Lexington Catholic High School know what he can do when he finds his groove. He led LexCath to the 2005 Class 3-A title, set a state record with 62 touchdown passes that season and earned the Gatorade Player of the Year award in Kentucky.

His Lexington friends and acquaintances still would love for him to have individual success and told him as much. When he was home during the summer, Burke said he continually heard the same thing. They wished him well personally but hoped UK prevailed.

“I've been hearing it for about a year now — it's nothing new,” he said. “… I'm not going to smack talk my friends that go to UK. They know how I feel, and they know which team I'm pulling for in the whole deal. It's one of those things I won't talk to them about from here on out.”

Daniel Covington, UofL's senior free safety who played at Tates Creek High School, knows where Burke is coming from.

“Hopefully his nerves will be calm, but I think he'll do great,” Covington said.

Burke will have roughly a dozen relatives and friends in Commonwealth Stadium to support him, but he won't hear their claps over the sell-out crowd that's likely to exceed the stadium's capacity of 67,942.

Hometown boy or not, he won't arrive into a friendly atmosphere. And that's just how he likes it.

“You ask any football player, they love going into an environment like that,” Burke said. “There's no better sound than silencing a crowd. That's how this team thinks, and personally that's how I think.
